George started his Scouting as a Wolf Cub in the Goodmayes area and had his first warrant as an 
Assistant Scoutmaster with the 2nd Goodmayes in 1932 and kept in close touch with them during

and the OBE for his services to Scouting and the community. George had a tremendous influence 
on Scouting and was a great supporter of the Cub Scouts.
